The Gathering of the Community

All stand. A hymn may be sung.
The Incumbent greets the community:

Incumbent:  The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the fellowship of
the Holy Spirit, be with you all.

Or from Easter Day through the Day of Pentecost

Incumbent:  Alleluia! Christ is risen.

Incumbent:  May his grace and peace be with you.
All: May he fill our hearts with joy.

Incumbent:  Dear friends in Christ—members of this community and all visitors in our midst—
after prayerful discernment and consultation, according to the practice of our
diocese, Bishop N has appointed NN to be the Associate Incumbent of this parish
of NN.

The appointment of N to this position of leadership among the people of this
parish builds upon and renews the good work done through the years in this
community.

As we stand in God’s presence let us pray that grace will be given to N, and to
we who share in the ministry of the Parish of NN, which is part of the work and
witness of the whole church.

Silence is kept. The Incumbent then prays this collect.
Almighty God, by your grace alone we are accepted and called to your service.
Strengthen us by your Holy Spirit and make us worthy of our calling; through
Jesus Christ our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one
God, now and for ever. Amen

The Proclamation of the Word
A psalm, canticle, hymn, or anthem may follow the first reading. If the second reading is
from the Gospels, it may be introduced as a simple reading or the customary gospel
acclamation may be used.

The Ministry Covenant

The new associate incumbent and churchwardens stand before the Incumbent who addresses
them.

Incumbent: Do you, the churchwardens of the Parish of NN, certify that the Reverend NN has
received license from Bishop Shane to serve as our Associate Incumbent?
Wardens: We certify that N is our duly appointed Associate Incumbent.

Incumbent: N, do you, in the presence of this congregation, commit yourself to the
responsibility entrusted to you as the/an Associate Incumbent of this parish?
Associate: | do.

The Incumbent asks the people of the parish to stand.

Incumbent: Do you, the people of the parish of NN commit yourselves to share with N in
the ministry of this parish?

Answer: We do.

The Incumbent asks everyone present to stand.

Incumbent:  As members of the body of Christ, will you support N and the parish of NN in
our ministry together?

Answer: We will.

Incumbent: N, accept this charge, which our bishop entrusts to you and to me, in the name
of our shepherd, Jesus Christ.

Incumbent:  Let us affirm our baptismal ministry.

All: We are the household of God.
We confess the faith of Christ crucified,
we proclaim his resurrection,
we share in his eternal priesthood.
